
Q. Horse stops on one leg 

A. After the horse has stopped you have to determine which leg he has pulled out of the ground and then walk or jog out on a 45 degree that same direction

Q.Horse will not commit to a stop.

A.The main reason for this is that assuming he already understands the word whoa, is that he is not being fenced enough and consequently is scotching on his run down and is not stretching out which is vital to the slide he instead taking little strides which is very noticeable when riding.

Q.Horse takes the bit at the end of a run down.

A.This means he needs to be run faster a lot earlier in the run down 

Q.Horse will not guide straight on run down, or leans to one side.

A. The leg the horse is leaning on needs to be applied gently, if this is not applied correctly you will scare the horse on the way down and he will run off. You must also be aware that you push him off and then immediately release the pressure, this will be carried out several times on a run down.If he is not guiding well then he has to be once again steered in the right direction GENTLY otherwise you will scare him and he will run off.hhhhhh
